CLASS DESCRIPTION/EXPECTATIONS:

1. Be on task at all times

2. Complete all assignments.

3. Store all files on a jump/flash drive, that will be on hand each day.

4. Be able to demonstrate your knowledge through job evaluations from the teacher, written or typed products, tests, and a final product assignment.

5. Demonstrate good work ethics and habits. Present no discipline problems.

6. Follow all instructions.

GRADE NOTIFICATION:

You will receive a printout of your grade at least every other week.  This will enable you and your parent-guardian to keep up with your performance.  If at any time you would like a printout of your current grade, one can be provided for you.

MATERIALS NEEDED:

1) Jump/Flash Drive

GRADING FORMAT:

Grade is comprised of any (or all) of the following: tests, quizzes, final exam (15% of grade), projects, notes, assignments, class participation, and homework.

Makeup work is YOUR responsibility.  You have one day more that the days you are absent to make up work.  For example, if you are absent four days in a row, you have four days to make up your work after you return.  When makeup work is submitted, daily participation points are earned as well.  You are NOT allowed to make-up daily “participation” points when the reasons are poor performance or lack or participation during a given day.

An Incomplete “I” can be given only under special circumstances (family emergency, extended illness, etc.) and is decided solely by the instructor (Mr. Bowrosen).

CLASS PARTICIPATION:

You have got to be here and participate all class to receive 20 daily points.

1. Be actively involved in the class activities.

2. Be on task with assigned work.

3. Control of “coffee breaks” (restroom breaks). You are allowed five every nine weeks, after those are used, five points will be deducted for each break. The school allows plenty of time between classes for restroom breaks.  Unused breaks can be redeemed at the end each grading period for extra credit.

4. Tardies are like restroom breaks – you are allowed five.  After those are used, five points will be deducted for each offense.

5. Points can be deducted for being off task, playing games, using the Internet, or using Instant Messengers.
